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DEAR READERS,

With the year 2017 we begin the 59th volume of Demografie. I take great pleasure
in the fact that our journal has such a long history of being a forum for Czech
demography. Demographic trends (and forecasts) are an essential part of many
decision-making processes, as can be witnessed now in the current preparation
and process of approving new pension-system and family-policy provisions.
Population statistics are among the most widely used outputs of the Czech
Statistical Office, including by the media.

The main body of the journal will continue to be devoted to articles focusing
on such topics as population trends in the Czech Republic, migration, and the effects
of the very current and much discussed issue of demographic ageing. There should
also be articles on health and its measurement, and other articles on research meth-
ods. The Digest section will as usual present readers also with the latest demo-
graphic data. We hope also to be able to provide information on the preparation
of the 2021 Population and Housing Census and offer reviews of interesting new
publications. Each issue will conclude with thematic Reports on demographic or
related events that have taken place, including the annual conference of the Czech
Demographic Society. This year is the 47th conference. The theme is ‘Demogra-
phic and Geodemographic Applications in the Public and the Commercial Sphere’
and the conference will be held in Jindfichav Hradec on 18 and 19 May 2017.

The Reports section also serves as a space for commemorating the lives of im-
portant figures — both Czech and international - in the fields of demography and
statistics. Among Czech figures let me mention on this occasion persons who were
closely involved with this journal. The September of this year will mark 100 years
since the birth of one of the most significant people connected to the journal —
Vladimir Srb (12006), the journal’s editor-in-chief from 1962 to 1975 and the author
of numerous articles published in its pages. A number of important figures have
been asked to share their memories of Vladimir Srb in the third issue this year.
The direction and quality of this journal was also significantly influenced by Milan
Ales, a member of the Editorial Board in 1991-2011, whose death at the end of 2016
has deeply affected us all. He will be remembered in the very first issue this year in a brief
contribution written by his long-time colleague Miroslav Simek. This year a current
member of the Editorial Board (since 1993) and contributor to the journal Ludmila
Fialovd, whose is remarkable for her tireless and highly specialised work in the field
of Czech demography (and historical demography in particular), will celebrate
an important jubilee. On behalf of the Editorial Board I can promise that we will
continue to work to maintain the high scholarly standards of Demografie by re-
sponsibly selecting the articles we publish based on peer review by highly qualified
reviewers. Following the journal’s successful re-inclusion in Scopus citation database,
we have begun to work towards getting the journal listed in the Web of Science, and
in the future we hope to begin assigning DOI to all the scholarly articles we publish.

In conclusion, allow me to thank all the members of the journal’s Editorial
Board, reviewers of articles, and authors for contributing to the creation of last
year’s volume, and to wish our journal another successful year. I would also like
to thank you readers for your interest in our journal. I am confident that the jour-
nal’s content is for all of us with a good source of information and inspiration
for work in demography and related fields.
