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According to the results of the survey as at 30 September 2024, the Czech Statistical Office estimates the harvest of cereals to be 7 412 thous. tonnes, with the average yield 5.75 t/ha. In comparison with the 2023 final data, their yield decreased by 0.34 t/ha and their production decreased by 574 thous. tonnes. The harvest of grain maize is supposed to be 565 thous. tonnes; i.e. by 57 thous. tonnes more (+11.3%) than in the previous year.

The harvest of potatoes, total (including July estimates of early potatoes) shall reach 630 thous. tonnes (index 109.8%) and their estimated average yield 27.70 t/ha (27.39 t/ha in 2023). The harvest of other potatoes is expected to be 533 thous. tonnes with their yield being 28.36 t/ha (28.65 t/ha in 2023). The production of sugar beet is awaited to be 4 435 thous. tonnes, which is by 601 thous. tonnes more (+15.7%) compared to 2023. Its supposed yield 67.29 t/ha is by 2.09 t/ha higher than in 2023.

The yield of rape seed is supposed to be 2.77 t/ha; i.e. it decreased by 0.67 t/ha (-19.5%) in comparison with 2023. The total production of rape seed is expected to reach 952 thous. tonnes; i.e. by 357 thous. tonnes less (-27.3%) than in 2023.

The harvest of green maize shall reach 8 231 thous. tonnes; it shall increase by 1 041 thous. tonnes in comparison to the previous year. Its yield of 34.91 t/ha shall be by 2.66 t/ha higher (+8.2%) than in 2023. The harvest of clover hay is estimated to reach 342 thous. tonnes (index 105.1%) and the production of lucerne hay shall be 416 thous. tonnes (index 94.0%). The supposed yield of clover is 6.12 t/ha (6.03 t/ha in 2023) and the yield of lucerne is estimated to be 6.29 t/ha (6.65 t/ha in 2023).
