Na Vysoké skole ekonomické v Praze se ve dnech
7. a 8. listopadu 2019 konal uz dvandcty ro¢nik
mezindrodni konference Reprodukce lidského kapitdlu,
vzéjemné vazby a souvislosti (RELIK 2019).

Na této konferenci, kterou organizuje Katedra
demografie Fakulty informatiky a statistiky VSE védci
ze zahraniéi i Ceské republiky predstavili ptispévky
v sekcich vénujicich se ekonomice a lidskym zdrojiim,
starnuti obyvatelstva a jeho dusledkiim, reprodukeci
lidského kapitalu, demografii a lidskym zdrojiam,
regionalni demografii, ekonomické demografii
a dal$im tématim. Na konferenci bylo celkem
116 tcastnikd, z toho 52 zahrani¢nich a 47 studentt.

Specialni sekce byla vénovana mladym védctm,
ve které prezentovali vysledky své ¢innosti
doktorandi a daldi ve védecké praci zacinajici zdjemci
o demografickou problematiku. Pfinos konference
tedy kromé ziskani novych védeckych poznatku
spocival i v aktivnim zapojeni mladych ucastnikil
védeckého Zivota a usnadnéni diskuse jejich vyzkumu
se zku$enéj$imi kolegy. Tak jako i v minulych letech
se prvni den konference konal spole¢ensky vecer, kde
si mohli icastnici konference i studenti neformalné
prodiskutovat co je zajimalo a seznamit se se svymi
kolegy z oboru.

V poslednich letech vzniklo pti Vienna Institute
of Demography (www.oeaw.ac.at/vid) nékolik databazi,
jez poskytuji demografiim kvalitni, harmonizovana
a volné dostupna data pro analyzu plodnosti.

1. Human Fertility Database (HFD,
www.humanfertility.org) vznikla jiz v roce
2007 ve spolupraci s Max Planck Institute for
Demographic Research. Obsahuje podrobna,
harmonizovand a vysoce kvalitni data
za plodnost podle roku, kohorty, véku
a poradi narozeni. V soucasnosti obsahuje data
za 42 vyspélych zemi a regiont, zejména
z Evropy a Severni Ameriky ale téz za Japonsko,
Jizni Koreu, Taiwan, Chile, a Izrael. Kromé
béznych ukazatelt redukovanych mér plodnosti
nabizi HFD i tabulky plodnosti zaloZené na
pravdépodobnostech narozeni ditéte dalsiho
poradi. HED je urcena predev$im demografiim,
nabizi v§ak téz $ir$i verejnosti jednoduché
excelové tabulky se zakladnimi ukazateli
plodnosti. HFD se jiz stala standardnim
a vyhleddvanym zdrojem dat, a je kazdy rok
citovana desitkami odbornych publikaci.

2. Human Fertility Collection (HFC,
www.fertilitydata.org) vznikla jako rozsifeni
HED, s cilem pokryt vice zemi a delsi ¢asové
obdobi, a to i s vyuzitim neoficialnich a méné
kvalitnich dat. Obsahuje pouze kalendafni miry
plodnosti a v soucasnosti pokryva 101 zemi
ze vSech svétadilt. V listopadu 2019 byla
doplnéna téz data za plodnost muzii ze 17 zemi.

3. Cohort Fertility and Education database (CFE,
www.cfe-database.org) vznikla v rdmci projektu
EURREP (www.eurrep.org), financovanym
grantem ERC (European Union’s Seventh
Framework Programme (FP7/2007-2013) /
ERC Grant agreement No. 284238). Na rozdil
od HFD a HFC neobsahuje kalendéini ukazatele
plodnosti pochazejici ze statistiky narozenych,
nybrz kohortni data ze s¢itani lidu, vybranych
pruzkumu a popula¢nich registrii. Databaze

nyni nabizi data z 80 zdrojii pro 45 zemich
za zeny ve véku 40-80 let podle poctu
narozenych déti, roku narozeni, a nejvyssiho
dokonceného vzdélani. Databaze tak umoznuje
analyzu kohortni plodnosti podle vzdélani.
V nékterych pripadech obsahuje téZ data podle
zemé piivodu matky, a pro Finsko a Svycarsko
téz za muze. V posledni dobé byla doplnéna
data za fadu zemi Jizni Ameriky a za zemé
byvalé Jugoslavie.

. European Demographic Datasheet

(www.populationeurope.org) obsahuje
kromé udajt za plodnost také data za dalsi
demografické, ekonomické a socidlni fenomény,
které aktudlné studuji védelti pracovnici
Wittgenstein Centre for Demography and Global
Human Capital (www.wittgensteincentre.
org). Pravidelné obsahuje ihrnnou plodnost,
pramérny vék pfi narozeni prvniho ditéte,
kone¢nou kohortni plodnost, bezdétnost,
a ukazatel plodnosti oc¢istény od vlivu odkladani
narozeni do vys$s$iho véku (Tempo- and
parity-adjusted total fertility). Ukazatele jsou
publikovany za viechny zemé Evropy, Japonsko
a USA. Datasheet je vydavan od roku 2006
kazdé dva roky jako tistény plakat u prilezitosti
Evropské popula¢ni konference (EPC).
Datasheet 2020 bude k dispozici v ¢ervnu
tohoto roku na EPC v Padové. Mimo to byl
v roce 2015 vydan European Fertility Datasheet
(www.fertilitydatasheet.org), ktery se zaméfoval
pouze na plodnost. Kromé tabulky dat na predni
strané obsahuje Datasheet mnoho informaci,
grafi a map na rubové strané. VSechna data
jsou téz k dispozici na internetu. Datasheet
je urceny pro $ir$i odbornou verejnost.

. Birth Barometer (www.birthbarometer.at)

se zaméfuje na analyzu plodnosti v Rakousku
a ve Vidni. Vznikl v roce 2005 pod ndzvem
»Geburtenbarometer® za ¢elem analyzy
kratkodobych (mési¢nich) zmén plodnosti.
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Od té doby se rozsifil o fadu témat, mimo

jiné kohortni plodnost, plodnost imigrantd,

a plodnost muzt. V roce 2019 byla forma

prezentace zmodernizovana, véetné nového

designu a novych internetovych stranek.

Je vydavan dvojjazy¢né, v némciné a v angli¢ting,

a aktualizovan jednou ro¢né. Kromé samotnych

¢isel a grafti obsahuje stru¢né komentare,
srozumitelné i $irsi vefejnosti a novinartim.

Predstavené databaze jsou vhodné jak pro

mezindrodni srovnani, tak pro detailni analyzu

rozli¢nych aspekti plodnosti. V§echna data jsou

k dispozici ke stazeni zdarma (HFD vyzaduje

registraci). V8echny databdze jsou pravidelné

aktualizované. Data jsou zaroven peclivé popsana,

takze databaze kromé dat obsahuji i mnozstvi dalsich
informaci tykajicich se vyvoje plodnosti, obyvatelstva,
¢i organizace statistiky v danych zemich. Taktéz
metody jsou podrobné popsané. Napiiklad HFD
Methods Protocol (Jasilioniene et al., 2015) obsahuje
detailni metodiku a vzorce vypoctu ukazatela
plodnosti a da se vyuzit téz jako studijni material.
Vétime, ze data budou hojné vyuzivana demografy
a studenty demografie i v budoucnu.

oslavil zivotni jubileum

Dne 19. fijna 2019 oslavil vyznamné Zivotni
jubileum rusky demograf Jevgenij Andrejev. Jevgenij,
vzdélanim matematik s doktoratem z hyperbolické
(Lobacevského) geometrie, se poprvé setkal
s demografii v roce 1970, kdy cerstvé po absolutoriu
na Moskevské univerzité prijal pozici analytika
v demografickém oddéleni Vyzkumného ustavu pro
problémy socioekonomické statistiky v sovétském
Goskomstatu. Naplni jeho prace byla zpodatku
metodologie demografickych ukazateli. Od roku
1975, kdy se stal vedoucim demografického oddéleni,
se vénoval demografickym projekcim, analyze
umrtnosti, popula¢nich trendil a regionalni variability.
Od roku 2000 se nadale vénoval demografickym
analyzdm a prognézam jako vedouci demografického
oddéleni Institutu pro ekonomické prognézovani
ruské Akademie véd. V obdobi 2005-2011 piisobil
v némeckém Max Planck Institute for Demographic
Research v Rostocku a od roku 2011 piisobi jako
vedouci vyzkumnik v Centru demografického
vyzkumu pti Nové ekonomické univerzité v Moskvé.
Mimo hlavni ptisobeni v oblasti analyzy a vyzkumu
umrtnosti se také vétsinu kariéry vénoval vyuce
demografie v¢etné participace na mezinarodnich
vyukovych programech OSN. V oblasti vyzkumu pak
spolupracoval se zahrani¢nimi univerzitami a instituty
(Univerzita v Groningenu, INED, London School
of Hygiene and Tropical Medicine a dal$imi).
Nejznaméjsi je viak Jevgenij predevsim diky bohaté
publikaéni historii a priikopnickym pracem v oblasti
demografické metodologie. Mnoho demografi
pravdépodobné zna jeho metodu dekompozice rozdilu
v nadéji doziti. Tato metoda byla jednou z nékolika
dulezitych praci publikovanych v poloviné 80. let
k problematice dekompozice. Jevgenij Andreev dospél
k podobnym vysledkiim jako Rolland Pressat, John
H. Pollard a Eduardo Arriaga, nicméné jeho vzorec
je i s odstupem Casu povaZovan za nejpiehlednéjsi;
Jevgenij ho navic publikoval ze vSech zminénych
autort jako prvni (jiz v roce 1982). Dekompozici vSak
vycet publika¢nich aktivit zdaleka nekon¢i. Béhem

své dosavadni kariéry Jevgenij publikoval pres 230
mezindrodnich casopisech (Population studies,
Population and Development Review). Mezi problémy,
kterym se vénoval, patfi pfevod transverzélnich
ukazatell na kohortni (1972), regiondlni variabilita
umrtnosti v Rusku (jako prvni naptiklad v roce 1987
upozornil na nariist umrtnostniho gradientu mezi
jihozdpadem a severovychodem Sovétského svazu),
etnické a vzdélanostni rozdily v umrtnosti (1992),
a rekonstrukce dlouhodobych demografickych rad
(1991). Pozdéji se vénoval také problematice souvislosti
fluktuace imrtnostnich trendii a konzumace
alkoholu v Rusku (1998), mechanismtim interakce
kompozi¢nich efektt a celkovych ukazateli imrtnosti
(1998), roli rizikovych faktori ve vzdélanostnich
rozdilech v umrtnosti (2000) a rozsifeni metody
dekompozice (2001). Novéjsi prace pak na tato témata
navazuji.

U prileZitosti jeho 75. narozenin usporadali jeho
kolegové z Vysoké $koly ekonomické v Moskvé
semindf s tematickym zamérenim “Demograficky
vyvoj v Rusku: dédictvi sovétské éry nebo nové
trendy?” Konference se zucastnili demografové
z ruskych i zahrani¢nich instituci, naptiklad
z Lomonosovy univerzity, Béloruské statni univerzity,
Univerzity Neapol, INEDu, Max Planck Institutu nebo
London School of Hygiene and Tropical Medicine.
Z ¢eskych demograft prednesli odborné prispévky
Tomas Sobotka (Vienna Institute of Demography)
a Markéta Pechholdova (Vysoka skola ekonomicka
v Praze). Na programu prvniho dne konference
byly analyzy zaméfené na soucasné umrtnostni
poméry v zemich byvalého vychodniho bloku.
V odpolednich hodindch probéhly gratulace
a pfedavani narozeninovych dart. Druhy den
konference pak zahrnoval prispévky zaméfené na
plodnost a migraci.

Dle pfednesenych studii je zfejmé, ze Rusko
se v demografickém chovani v mnoha ohledech
ptiblizuje zdpadnimu popula¢nimu modelu:
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byl zaznamendn stabilni pokles umrtnosti, posun
porodnosti do pozdéjsiho véku, pokles potratovosti,
a narust rozvodovosti. Pokles porodnosti vedl od
roku 2007 k zavedeni $kaly pronatalitnich opatfeni,
jejichz u¢innost byla na konferenci intenzivné
debatovéana. Zaroven v Rusku stéle pretrvava tradi¢ni
rozdéleni genderovych roli a stereotypy ohledné
roli muze a Zeny v domacnosti a v péci o déti.
Tyto stereotypy by mohly byt prekazkou v udrzeni

plodnosti vzdélanéjsich zen, které budou tvorit
stale pocetnéjsi populaéni skupinu. Vyznamnym
specifikem demografie souc¢asného Ruska jsou
také velké regionalni rozdily, které se projevuji jak
v plodnosti, tak v imrtnosti i migracni atraktivité
jednotlivych oblasti.

A Successful Start to the New
Decade of Young Demographers

Conferences

In the first week of February, the Faculty of Science
of Charles University welcomed young demographers
(of every age) from all over the world. The 11* annual
‘Conference of Young Demographers’ was held
on 5-7 February inside the walls of the historic
building at Albertov 6. The goal of the conference is to
discuss current research by young researchers, most of
them PhD students from every branch of demography
and the related fields of population studies in
a very friendly, welcoming, and fun environment.
The organisers of the conference traditionally try
to emphasise the importance of sharing feedback
among peers without the stress of big conferences,
where considerable pressure can be put on early-career
researchers (and other as well). In this spirit, students
are able to try out in front of the audience what works
and what doesn’t and can also get some fresh new
ideas. This year, 18 oral presentations, divided into
5 sessions, were presented just by PhD students from
abroad. Three poster sessions were also organised, one
of which was dedicated to master’s students from the
Department of Demography and Geodemography of
the Charles University.

Participants were welcomed by Klara Hulikova
on early Wednesday afternoon and after the opening
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words the first session began. The first presenter
was Serena Vigezzi, a student of the European
Doctoral School of Demography, who introduced
her project on mortality crises and lifespan variation.
She was followed by a pair of Italians, Andrea Nigri
and Cosmo Strozza, from Sapienza University
in Rome, who took the stage to present their work
on the evolution of age-specific causes of death and
regional and national trends in life expectancy and
lifespan inequality in Italy. As both of them have
a background in statistics, they provided a more
formal-demographic look on the subject matter.
The first session concluded with Audrey Plavsic
and Océane Van Cleemput from the Université
Catholique de Louvain in Belgium. They presented
a historical approach to gender disparities in external
causes of death.

Later in the afternoon, all the attendees had
a chance to participate in a very interesting workshop
held by Alyce Raybould (London School of Hygiene
and Tropical Medicine) and Michaela Sedovi¢
(London School of Economics and Political Science),
the organisers of PopFest 2019. The workshop was
titled ‘Defining Demography: An Interdisciplinary
Dialogue’ and focused on the topic of demographers’
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place in society and their possible contribution
in areas other than academia.

The day was brought to a close by Andrea Nigri
and his side lecture on machine learning and how
it can be used in demography. The side lecture was
organised at Andrea’s request and organisers hope
it can become a good practice for future years so that
participants can get involved more actively than just
making presentations in the classic types of sessions.

Thursday morning opened with the presentation
by Ecaterina Grigoras, who talked about fertility
transition in the Republic of Moldova and other former
Soviet countries. This was followed by Sijie Hu and
her fascinating dataset containing records on more
than 35 000 males in China from between 1 400 and
1 900, which she used to address the transmission of
fertility across generations. The first Thursday session
concluded with Nuha Sliman, who talked about
the grandmother effect in Israel.

After the students’ posters from the SAS course
were presented, the first guest, Enrique Acosta
from the Max Planck Institute for Demographic
Research, gave his lecture. Enrique talked about the
limitations and possibilities of Age-Period-Cohort
(APC) analysis in demography. He offered a very
friendly and simple introduction to the subject, drew
on several examples from his own research, and also
introduced some less traditional possible uses for
APC analysis.

The next presentation session was started
by Michaela Sedovi¢, whose research primarily
concerns the wellbeing of immigrants, introduced
her project on regional attitudes towards immigrants
in the UK. Cecilia Fortunato introduced her
findings on the important issue of female genital
mutilation, with a special emphasis on the frequency
of this practice among European countries. Serbia's
population development from the perspective of
the first to third transitions was discussed in the
presentation by Nevena Radi¢, who closed the last
presentation session on Thursday afternoon.

After the last poster session, the second keynote
lecture was given by Timothy Riffe, also from the
Max Planck Institute for Demographic Research. Tim
is known for his enthusiasm for demography and he is
a big promoter of new approaches and unconventional
thinking in science. In his talk, he presented alternative

approaches to inequalities in health and pointed out
that within-population inequalities are often larger
than the differences between populations. His advice
to the audience was ‘always decompose’ and don’t be
afraid of new ideas.

Thursday’s programme closed with an outstanding
concert by cellist Petr Spacek and his colleagues. They
were introduced by Ivana Kulhanovd, who connected
the concert with the previous scientific part of the
conference by talking about the health benefits of
music. Her conclusions were confirmed by the smiles
that the group of talented musicians brought to all the
conference participants’ faces. The audience was also
drawn into participating by first getting them to sing
the Czech song ‘My jsme muzikanti’ and some other
songs. The highlight of the evening and perhaps of the
whole conference was a performance of the song ‘Ode
to Demography’, which was composed jointly by Ivana,
who wrote the lyrics, and Petr, who wrote the music.
Even later in the evening many of the participants
were still singing the song’s chorus:

‘Mortality, fertility, migration,

are processes of each population,

mortality, fertility, migration,

demography’s so cool no one can make fool out

of you!

After the concert, an informal evening gathering
was held and everyone engaged in very lively
conversation, not just about demography, but also
about life, both inside and outside academia.

The last day of the conference started with a session
that focused mainly on health, life expectancy, and
inequality. The first two presenters, Fabian and
Juliane Tetzlaff from Hannover Medical School,
used a large German health insurance dataset
to examine inequalities in health. Fabian talked
about social inequalities in lung cancer, while Juliane
addressed inequalities in cardiovascular health.
The next two presenters introduced the perspective
of Latin America. Octavio Bramajo talked about how
differentials in life expectancies by socioeconomic
status reveal unfair elements in the Argentinian
pension system, thus showing the limitations
of progressive coverage policies. Jests Daniel Zazueta-
Borboa presented his work on lifespan variation
in Mexico, pointing out the differences among
the educational groups.
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The last session of the conference covered
various aspects of family demography. Starting with
the connection of the fertility gap to the domestic
burden among US women, Alyce Raybould presented
her analysis of intentions to have a second child.
Klara Capkové, who is a regular participant at the
conference, talked about the shared custody of
children among separated parents. Niko Eskelinen
then introduced his more sociological perspective on
how the socio-economic status of parents influences
the probability of their children reaching secondary
education by the age of 30. The closing presenter
Yoann Doignon used the civil registry data to analyse
how nonmarital cohabitation has spread among France
and Belgium since 1970.
