Legal form „Regional office“ covers all regional offices.

Legal form „Municipality or part of Prague“ covers all municipal offices and offices of each part of Prague

Questionnaire structure:
Questionnaire designed for state administration offices, regional offices and municipalities with 1 000 or more citizens covered the following: 

1. usage of information and communication technologies to cover needs of organization (internet, security facilities…)

2. web sites and services available on-line for citizens and enterprises

3. citizens´ access to information and communication technologies made available by public administration (public internet access point, information kiosk) 

4. Employees with access to information and communication technologies 

5. Electronic data switch in/between state administration offices

Questionnaire designed for municipalities with less than 1 000 citizens was shorter and covered: 

1. usage of information and communication technologies to cover needs of organization (internet, security facilities…)

2. web sites and services available on-line for citizens and enterprises

3. citizens´ access to information and communication technologies made available by public administration (public internet access point, information kiosk)

Note regarding international comparison:

The survey on ICT usage by public administration doesn´t arise from any European Communities Directive, nor any Eurostat model questionnaire. 

The survey is genuine activity of the Czech Statistical Office, which had arisen from needs to obtain information on progress of information and communication technologies usage through the czech public administration. 

For this reason, the reader of this publication will not find any adequate international comparison considering ICT usage in public administration.
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
