VAZENI CTENARI,

timto ¢islem zahajuje revue Demografie sviij 58. ro¢nik. Vydavatelem casopisu je
po celou dobu jeho trvani statisticky atad, od roku 1993 ten Cesky, a odbornici
z fad uradu byly vidy neoddélitelnou soucasti jeho redakéni rady, véetné jejtho
vedeni. Od leto$niho roku, po necelych péti letech, misto predsedy redakéni rady
opousti na vlastni zadost Pavel Ctrnact. Pavel Ctrnact, ktery se loni dozil vyznam-
ného Zivotniho jubilea, pisobil jako ¢len redakéni rady jiz v obdobi 1984-1992,
v ¢ervnu 2011 se pak do ni vratil jako jeji pfedseda. Ptipominka jeho profesniho
Zivota byla v ¢asopise uvefejnéna naposledy v roce 2010 (4/2010), tu dal$i skromné
odmitl. Jsem velmi rada, Ze ¢lenem rady zistava i nadéle a bude tak svou odbor-
nosti a zkusenostmi prispivat (minimdlné) k zachovani urovné Demografie, jakoz-
to jediného odborného demografického ¢asopisu vydavaného v Ceské republice.

I v roce 2016 bude ¢asopis pokracovat ve své orientaci na analyzu popula¢niho
vyvoje, faktory a teorie, které jej ovliviiuji a vysvétluji, (nové) metody demogra-
fického vyzkumu, rozsifovani zkoumanych témat a bude zprostfedkovévat nejno-
v&jsi udaje. I kdyZ se pravé nachazime v poloviné intercenzalniho obdobi a Cesky
statisticky rad jiz zvefejnil vSechny pldnované vystupy ze s¢itani lidu 2011, ani
v leto$nim roce nebude chybét rubrika S¢itani lidu. O témata by neméla byt nouze,
nebot jiz byla ptipravena a vladou schvilena koncepce S¢itdni lidu 2021. Priprava
dalsiho popula¢niho cenzu se tak naplno rozjizdi a o jejim pribéhu i jeho obsahu
Vs bude ¢asopis priibézné informovat. V rubrice by se mély objevit i informace ze
zahranici, detailnéjsi pohled na vybrané dil¢i otdzky spojené s provedenim cenzu
¢i prispévky z praktického vyuziti dat ziskanych ze s¢itdni.

Obsahem ¢asopisu budou tradi¢né také prispévky z konference Ceské de-
mografické spole¢nosti (CDS), ta leto$ni se uskute¢ni 26.-27.5. v Jindtichové
Hradci a jejim téma zni Migrace a demografické vyzvy. Rubrika Zpravy Vam bude
i nadale pfinaset dal$i informace z CDS, konanych akci ¢i pfipominat vyznamna
vyrodi prednich predstavitelt demografie a demografické statistiky. Z CR ptjde
napt. o Zdenka Pavlika ¢&i Josefa Skrabala (oba piisobi i v redakéni radé ¢asopisu),
ze zahrani¢i pak o vyznamného statistika Adolpha Queteleta. Vyroci 250 let od
narozeni vyznamného ekonoma a autora populacni teorie Thomase Malthuse by
mél byt vénovan cely ¢lanek.

Vazeni ¢tenafi, véfim, Ze opétovné zafazeni ¢asopisu do cita¢éni databaze Sco-
pus podpori udrzeni vysoké trovné ¢asopisu a zvysi zdjem dalsich autort o pu-
blikovani svych védeckych studii v ¢asopise a tim zdroven napomuze k zvétseni
zébéru demografickych témat, kterym se ¢asopis vénuje. Na oné vysoké drovni
a odbornosti nageho ¢asopisu se v§ak kromé autort vyznamnym zpisobem po-
dileji také recenzenti, ktef{ svymi erudovanymi posudky, vypracovanymi bez na-
roku na odménu, prispévky do ¢asopisu nejen (ne)schvaluji, ale ¢asto také svymi
pripominkami a pozadavky na tGpravy jejich hodnotu zvy$uji. Na (dalsi) spolu-
praci se véemi tvirci ¢asopisu se upfimné té$im a doufam, Ze nds$ Casopis s témér
Sedesatiletou historii ptijde dal zdarné po své cesté.
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DEAR READERS,

With this issue, Demografie enters its 58th year and volume. Throughout its
history it has been published by the statistics institution that since 1993 is the
Czech Statistical Office, and experts at this institution have always been actively
involved in the journal’s Editorial Board and its management. At the beginning
of this year, after almost five years in the post, Pavel Ctrnéct stepped down as
Chair of the Editorial Board. He celebrated an important personal jubilee last
year, but a brief commemoration of his career last appeared in these pages in
2010 (4/2010), and he has modestly refused anything more than that. I am very
pleased that he will continue to serve as a member of the board and thus con-
tribute his expertise and experience to maintaining Demografie’s position as the
only professional journal specialising in demography in the Czech Republic.

In 2016 the journal will continue to focus on population dynamics, the fac-
tors and theories that affect and explain population change, and (new) methods
of demographic research. It will continue to present readers with the latest data
and will expand its thematic scope. Although we are currently at the half-way
mark of the intercensal period and the Czech Statistical Office has already
published all its outcomes from the 2011 Census, the Population Census section
will still appear in the coming volume of the journal. There should be no shor-
tage of subjects to address as the Strategy for the 2021 Housing and Population
Census is already prepared and has been approved by the Government of the
Czech Republic. The journal will provide updates on the progress of prepara-
tions and the census’s content. The section will also offer readers international
information, a close-up look at selected issues connected with running a cen-
sus, and writings on the practical applications of census data.

This volume of the journal will include papers from the conference of the
Czech Demographic Society, which this year will take place on 26-27 May
in Jindfichtiv Hradec, and its theme is ‘Migration and Demographic Challenges.
The Reports section will continue to provide readers with information about
activities of the Czech Demographic Society, various events, and important
anniversaries in the lives and careers of top demographers and statisticians.
From the Czech Republic such figures will include Zdenék Pavlik or Josef
Skrabal. Among international figures we will remember Adolphe Quetelet and
Thomas Malthus.

I hope that the journal’s re-inclusion in Scopus’s citation database will
contribute to maintaining the journal’s high standards and increase interest
amongst scholars to publish their work in our pages. The high quality and ex-
pertise of our journal, however, derive not just from the authors but also from
the reviewers in the peer-review process, whose erudite evaluations, not only
recommend whether or not publish submissions but also often offer comments
or call for revisions that improve the quality of accepted papers. I look forward
to cooperating with everyone involved in creating the journal and wish it con-
tinued success in its almost sixty-year historical journey.
